Teaching Our World Through the Arts

Teaching Our World Through the Arts (TOWTA) introduces K—Grade 12 teachers to arts-integration
teaching techniques that foster students’ critical thinking, creative problem-solving, collaboration, and
civic literacy skills. Participants learn and practice strategies that use the arts to enhance core content
and make curriculum more meaningful—engaging students in social activism and strengthening
classroom communities. The series is divided into four strands. Each strand consists of four full-day
sessions of training.

Strand 4: Movement and Dance
This strand will explore dance and movement-based teaching strategies that can be utilized in the
classroom space.

The sessions for this strand will take place on Saturdays March 7, 14, 21, and 28, 2020.

TEACHING ARTIST

In close collaboration with the Associate Educator for Teacher Programs, the Teaching Artist will develop
and facilitate hands-on and immersive arts-based experiences for K-Grade 12 educators that bring
together a specific art form, core curricular content, and social activism.

Responsibilities
The teaching artist will:
e Develop a syllabus and lesson plan for a single three-hour workshop session.
e Meet deadlines for submission of materials.
e Attend one planning meeting at the Skirball prior to the workshop session date.
e Facilitate a single three-hour workshop session on a designated date.

Qualifications

The qualified candidate will have professional experience relevant to the art form for the selected strand
and at least two years previous teaching experience (experience working with classroom teachers
preferred). A successful candidate will be organized and communicative; flexible and able to adapt
lesson plans based on feedback; and passionate and inspiring with respect to their chosen art form.
